iMovie Fun

For this project, as we only have 3 cameras, you are to shoot your iMovie raw footage in groups of 2, 3, or 4.  (it’s OK to use personal camera if you can download to iMovie). You will record video footage from which each of you will select clips to create your own movie.  All your group’s footage will be recorded on one digital videocassette.  Although the cassette will hold up to 60 minutes of video, your group should probably limit the total recording to 30 minutes or less; otherwise, uploading the footage will take too long, and storage of the file could become problematic.  IMovie will take your footage and create different clips at the points you pause in your recording.  If you shoot just one continuous movie, you will probably end up with just one clip; if your clips are too long, you can split them in iMovie.
Each individual will then upload the footage from the videocassette to the Users>Shared folder on one of the lab machines.  DO NOT UPLOAD DIRECTLY TO xSERVE, as this would be EXTREMELY slow and may cause other problems.  Before leaving the lab for the session, you should drag your iMovie folder to your individual folder contained within the xServe iMovie Folder (see next paragraph).  

A folder with your name has been created within the iMovie folder in xServe. You should have both Read & Write privileges.  Therefore, you can use this folder as storage for your iMovie work as you create your movie.  DO NOT STORE iMovies IN YOUR HOME DIRECTORY.  When you have completed your movie, you are to burn it to a CD (choose File>Share>Quicktime>CD-ROM quality).

Each in your group will start with the same raw footage, but your final movies will not be the same.  This is because you will not choose the same clips or parts of clips, and you will use different effects, sound, titles, etc.  The final movie should be greater than or equal to 2 minutes and less than or equal to 3 minutes in length.
There are 3 digital video cameras in the Department of Education, and you can check these out from Sandi Francis for up to 2 hours at a time.  After your group has decided what you want to record, it might be wise to figure out a recording time that works for all of you.  Then see Sandi about reserving one of the cameras for this time.

Your group can either check out one digital videocassette from Al, or you can purchase your own at the Book Mark for $6.99 or at other locations for probably less.

This project is mostly for fun; hence, it is only 5% of your grade.  Assessment will based on this rubric:
