Objectives: State the specific learning outcome(s) that students will meet through this lesson. Objectives should be observable and measurable, and should state what students will know and/or be able to do at the end of the lesson.  If necessary, review pp. 461-472 in text. (3 pts)

Link to standard and indicator: Identify one particular MN Standard for Effective Teaching and indicator that is related to the learning outcomes stated above.  State the Standard and its number; state the indicator and its letter.  (2 pts)

Purpose: Why should students care about this lesson/outcome? What is it about this lesson that will be helpful for the prospective teacher?  Identify what you will say to students in this regard? (2 pts)
Prior Knowledge Needed by Students:  Identify prior knowledge students will need before they can complete this lesson successfully. State how will you determine if they have this prior knowledge?  State what you will do if they do not have this prior knowledge? (2 pts)


Anticipatory Set: Describe how you start your lesson to 'catch their interest' and/or make connections between student prior knowledge and what they are learning today?  Give some detail. (2 pts)


Methods/Strategies Used and Rationale:  Describe the methods/strategies you will use in this lesson (lecture, AV presentation, discussion, active learning, cooperative learning, etc.) and describe why you are using each method in your lesson. (3 pts)


Chronology of Lesson: Outline a step-by-step approach to the lesson. Include everything that you need to do and everything the students need to do. Develop and list all questions you plan to ask students. Write out the directions you will give to students. Your processes for grouping students, handouts, etc. should all be included. Estimate the amount of time you will give to each portion of your lesson. Remember- the lesson is only 20 minutes in length (not long).  (7 pts)

Accommodation(s) Required/Differentiated Instruction: Identify the specific way(s) in which you plan to meet the needs of students who might find this lesson too hard or too easy. Identify the ways in which you have provided for varied learning styles. (2 pts)

Assessment of Objectives: Identify how you will assess (while teaching your lesson) whether or not students are achieving the learning outcome(s) and also attach 3 test items you might later use on a quiz or unit test to assess if students met your learning outcomes. (4 pts)


Materials/Resources Needed: List all sources of information used to prepare and teach this lesson, as well as the materials you give to students (texts, handouts, videotapes, reference books, visuals, etc.). Remember that you must use at least 3 sources (including your text) in preparing this lesson. (3 pts)
