ORAL PRESENTATION DESCRIPTION: 30 points

TEACH us about your topic, relevant questions and arguments, and the argumentation techniques used by authors. You will NOT tell us, talk at us, or read to us…the presentation is INTERACTIVE and includes us in the conversation.  Remember what you learned in Health Education Methods about effective teaching techniques.  Use a knowledge pre-test, formulate open ended discussion questions, use a hand out, write case studies so that we can see and debate the relevant arguments and recommendations, or use another interactive technique to engage your audience. Remember too that we are not as knowledgeable as you are about the topic so be sure your questions and teaching techniques do NOT require extensive prior knowledge.  Be well prepared!

(30-35 minutes of interactive teaching followed by a question/answer period

Be sure you use an intro that captures our attention, involve us during the presentation, and have an appropriate closure to your presentation.  Use of media or other materials is expected.  This is a short time period so use time well and be organized!)
