Sign up sheet information

You need to use the model (from Dr Ackil) to set up your sign up sheet.

You should say who you are. (with a contact number/email address)

Give your study a title subjects can remember (it does not need to be the same as the IRB title if that may give away your hypothesis)

Clearly indicate where and when subjects need to come.

If they need to sign up for a second time let them know that.

If there are any special needs such as left handedness etc

Have two pages/columns/ lists  - one with x number of spaces for lefthanders and one with x-number for right handers…

Or if people need to sign up in pairs make it obvious.

IF there are any possible aversive simuli say so on the sign up sheet so that people will avoid your study if they need to…

Eg if you are dealing with body image or grief say so on the sign up sheet and then anyone who might have problems with your study will not sign up.

Consent form guidelines

Name of study.

Purpose of study.

Describe what the participants will do  - not why.

They need to have enough information to choose if the task is something they don’t mind doing.  If you plan to use any kind of aversive/negative stimulus you should say so. 

If you plan to take any physiological measurements you should state that the procedures are not painful. 

How long is the task?

If more than one session say so.

Students will be getting 3 points for anything less than an hour of participation.

If subjects need to come more than once you should divide up the points – eg 1 point for the first visit and then 2 for the next.

Must stipulate that participants can quit the experiment without penalty.

Some statement to the effect that the exact hypotheses/ predictions will be explained at the end of the study.

Your name and contact email – you can also put my name down too if you want as project supervisor.

Statement to sign –

I have read the description on blank… I understand the nature of the task to be blank.

I understand that I can quit the experiment at any time without penalty and that the record of my performance will be kept confidential.

At the end of the experiment I was given a full explanation of the study and any questions that I had were answered adequately.

A tear off section serves as a receipt and it is their responsibility to hang on to it and show their professor if for some reason credit points are not assigned properly.

You should also number the forms so that you have an easy way of assigning an ID number to each person.
